Lujoro Music Dance and Drama - Donor Report











Background: 


In 2018, donation from The Toy Trust enabled African Revival to deliver assorted Music Dance & Drama (MDD) items to Lujoro Primary School in Amuru District in Northern Uganda. These items were handed over in October 2018.


Lujoro Primary School is situated about 65km off Gulu town in Amuru district of Northern Uganda. AR has kept working with Amuru district since 2005 and this is part of the support given to improve the quality of education in primary schools where talented children in MDD are identified, trained and retained in schools to complete the primary cycle.


Identification of school needs was done by school management committee to address the following needs; Music and Dance equipment uniform and costumes. 


The school enrolment is 914 students school serves 3 villages, the MDD items given are a big contribution especially to Lujoro Primary school, who have not been participating in major competitions due to lack of equipment. 


The head teacher Mr. Tokwiny Julius Mike appreciated the donation so much and “said this year we are going to shine in the district inter-school competitions (music festivals beyond Amuru Town Council) aiming at being best performing school given these donations, while giving opportunity also for learners to develop and appreciate their different talents through MDD”.


The choir trainer Lakot Christine also expressed her happiness on receipt of the equipment saying ‘this will enhance our work and help to identify hidden MDD skills among the learners/children especially introverts’.
